Baked Ham with Bourbon Glaze

Ingredients
1 cup honey
1/2 cup molasses
1/2 cup Jim Beam® Bourbon
1/4 cup orange juice
2 tablespoons Dijon mustard
1 (6-8 pound) smoked ham half

Cooking Instructions

Microwave honey and molasses on a microwave safe
dish on high for 1 minute. Whisk to blend. Whisk in
Jim Beam® Bourbon, orange juice and mustard.
Remove skin and excess fat from ham and place it in
a roasting pan. Bake at 325 degrees on bottom oven
rack for 1 1/2 hours or until meat thermometer
inserted into thickest portion reaches 140 degrees.
Baste occasionally with Bourbon glaze. Bring
dripping and remaining glaze to boil in small
saucepan. Remove from heat and serve with sliced
ham. Garnish with fresh herb sprigs if desired.

Bourbon Glazed Holiday Roast Turkey

Ingredients
10-12 pound turkey
3 tablespoons Jim Beam® Bourbon
2 tablespoons butter, softened
1/2 cup Jim Beam® Bourbon
1 cup orange marmalade
1/2 teaspoon ground allspice
1/4 teaspoon ground nutmeg

Cooking Instructions

Preheat oven to 325 degrees. Sprinkle Jim Beam
Bourbon in turkey cavity. Spread softened butter
evenly over surface of turkey. Sprinkle with salt and
pepper (turkey may be stuffed). Brush half of glaze
over turkey. Bake until temperature of thigh meat
reaches 180 degrees and juices run clear, brushing
again with glaze during last hour of roasting. Glaze:
Prepare glaze in advance or when turkey is placed in
the oven. Combine all ingredients in saucepan. Cook
over high heat, stirring occasionally, until mixture
boils. Reduce heat to medium; continue simmering
gently for 10 minutes or until glaze is reduced to 1
cup, stirring occasionally.

Bourbon Sweet Potatoes

Ingredients
1 29-0z can whole sweet potatoes, drained
and cut into 1-inch slices
3 tablespoons melted butter
3 tablespoons brown sugar
3 tablespoons Jim Beam® Bourbon
1/4 cup pecans, toasted and chopped
3 tablespoons orange juice
1/4 teaspoon cinnamon

Cooking Instructions
Place sliced potatoes in a lightly greased 8-inch square
dish. Combine butter and next 5 ingredients; pour
over potatoes. Sprinkle with pecans. Bake in 350-
degree oven for 25 minutes or until thoroughly heated.
Optional: Add marshmallows in last few minutes of
baking.
